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HAVERHILL BUSINESS PARK GOING STRONG

Haverhill Business Park, with potential for 92,902 sq m (1m sq ft) of mixed-use space including industrial warehousing, offices and research and development, has got off to a flying start, with one new occupier deal signed and others in the pipeline.

The park, which straddles the Suffolk and Essex border, will also include a roadside restaurant, petrol filling station and a 76 bed Days Inn hotel.

Developer, Carisbrooke, is currently awaiting a verdict on the planning application for a 79,000 sq ft (7,340 sq m) headquarters and manufacturing facility at the 64-acre (25.9 hectares) park for a processor and packer of dried fruit and nuts company, Percy Dalton’s Famous Peanut Company Ltd.

Percy Dalton’s will be the first occupier at Haverhill Business Park and is relocating from Bow in East London to allow itself room for further expansion of its business.  It is expected that a number of jobs will be created over the longer term.

Carisbrooke’s development director Paul Bird commented: “We are thrilled that such a well respected company as Percy Dalton’s has chosen Haverhill Business Park for its relocation.  We are talking to a number of occupiers who are attracted by the competitive deals we are offering at Haverhill in comparison to other locations such as Chelmsford, Braintree and Witham.”

The first phase of infrastructure works are now complete, which include a major roundabout on Bumpstead Road and a new road junction on Helions Bumpstead Road with an estate road linking the two, that will shortly open to the public.   The landscaping of the park has commenced this week.
