       CAPTURING TIME IN HAVERHILL  

May 4th 2004 
Today the children of Place Farm School in Haverhill were presented with a time capsule by Carisbrooke, the developer of the Haverhill Business Park. 
Over the coming weeks the children will fill the capsule with items that paint a picture, for historians of the future, of what Haverhill is like in 2004. The capsule will then be buried in the ground at Haverhill Business Park and will stay there until it is found maybe hundreds of years from now. 
David Golding, head teacher at Place Farm School said: “Pupils at the school are looking forward to getting involved in filling up the time capsule; the project will hopefully give a snapshot of Haverhill and young people in 2004. 
“We hope to include some small items that are important to children at the moment as well as providing the results of a survey that reflect young people’s opinions today. We hope this will be a useful way for young people in the future to see how pupil’s thoughts and aspirations change over the years,” he added. 
Paul Bird of Carisbrooke commented “The time capsule project represented a great opportunity for the local children to think about what Haverhill represents in 2004 while helping to add to its history. We are all very interested to see what kind of things the children will include in the capsule.” 
The site, which straddles the Suffolk and Essex border, has potential for 92,902 sq m (1m sq ft) of mixed-use development including industrial warehousing, offices and research facilities, along with a roadside restaurant, and petrol filling station.
