HAVERHILL BUSINESS PARK’S ROAD TO SUCCESS

Today (Friday 6th February 2004), seven-year-old George Mears, from Haverhill’s Place Farm Primary School received first prize in the Haverhill Echo’s Name-a -Road Competition run by Carisbrooke, the developer of Haverhill Business Park at Helions Bumpstead Road.  

The competition, which was open to all schools in Haverhill, offered one lucky youngster the chance to name the newly developed road which leads into the business park. George and two runners-up, Charlotte Moss and Tommy Watts, also at Place Farm Primary School were presented with prizes of book tokens and their school received ten new teaching white boards at a prize giving ceremony at the school today. 

Asked why he chose the winning name “Phoenix Road” George said: “ Once upon a time long ago there was a huge forest, the forest caught fire and a road was built on the site, and like the phoenix it arose from the ashes.” 

The competition received over sixty entries judged by; Roy Brazier, local history chairman, Paul Bird, the development director at Carisbrooke, and Heather Turner, editor of The Haverhill Echo.

The site, which straddles the Suffolk and Essex border, has potential for 92,902 sq m (1m sq ft) of mixed-use development including industrial warehousing, offices and research facilities, along with a roadside restaurant, and petrol filling station.
