PUTTING DOWN ROOTS AT HAVERHILL’S BUSINESS PARK

This week, an extensive landscaping programme at Carisbrooke’s Haverhill Business Park has begun. Attractive avenues are being created with 50 semi- mature English Oak trees being planted along the Bumpstead Road and 76 Hornbeam trees on the newly named Phoenix Road.  
In addition around 5.68 acres of woodland style planting, 1,700 feathered trees and 3,200 metres of hedgerows are also going to be planted on the site and along its borders. 
The landscaping project is set to make Haverhill’s business park, which covers 64 acres (25.98 hectares), an unrivalled environment for the businesses planning to move there. 

Mark Gibbins, the landscape architect for the site and director of Indigo Landscape Architects Ltd, said: "The planting of these trees signals the beginning of a large landscape project that will be undertaken over a period of time, and that will provide unity to the overall landscape setting of the business park."
Paul Bird, development director of Carisbrooke said: “Landscaping is vital to create a top-class working environment and we have tried to ensure that the park design blends well with its surroundings.  It is often the case that developments are landscaped without any coherent theme.  With Haverhill, which will be one of the biggest business parks in the area, we are undertaking a comprehensive landscaping programme, which will help any visitor to immediately identify the scheme as Haverhill Business Park.”  

Carisbrooke has liaised closely with St Edmundsbury and Braintree councils regarding the infrastructure.  It has signed a Section 106 agreement with both councils for a package of planning benefits for the local community including a traffic management system, cycle routes and a wild grassland area.

The site, which straddles the Suffolk and Essex border, has potential for 92,902 sq m (1m sq ft) of mixed-use development including industrial warehousing, offices and research facilities, along with a roadside restaurant, and petrol filling station.
